ARTICLE I1.3 - LIABILITY FOR DAMAGES

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[1.27.7 Correction of systemic or recurrent errors,
irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations

1.27.7.1 The Agency may take all measures which it
considers necessary, including recovery at the time of
payment of the balance or after payment of the balance
of all or part of the payments made by it under the
Agreement, in accordance with Article I1.26, where the
following conditions are fulfilled:

(a) the beneficiary is found, on the basis of an audit of
other grants awarded to it under similar conditions, to
have committed systemic or recuirent errors,
irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations that have a
material impact on this grant; and

{b) the final audit report containing the findings of the
systemic or recurrent errors, irregularities, fraud or
breach of obligations is received by the beneficiary
within the period referred to in Article 11.27.1.

11.27.7.2 The Agency shall determine the amount to be

corrected under the Agreement:

(a) wherever possible and practicable, on the basis of

costs unduly declared as eligible under the Agreement.
For that purpose, the beneficiary concerned shalf
revise the financial statements submitted under
the Agreement taking account of the findings and
resubmit them to the Agency within 80 days from
the date of receipt of the final audit report
containing the findings of the systemic or recurrent
errors, irregularities, fraud or breach of
obligations.

In the case of systemic or recurrent errors,
irregularities, fraud or breach of obligations found
after the payment of the balance, the amount to
be recovered shall correspond to the difference
between the revised final amount of the grant,
determined in accordance with Article i1.25 on the
basis of the revised eligible costs declared by the
beneficiary and approved by the Agency, and the
total amount paid fo the beneficiaries under the
Agreement for the implementation of the project;

{b) where it is not possible or practicable to guantify
precisely the amount of ineligible costs under the
Agreement, by extrapolating the correction rate applied
to the eligible costs for the grants for which the systemic
of recurrent errors or irregularities have been found.

The Agency shall formally notify the extrapolation
method to be applied to the beneficiary
concerned, which shall have 80 days from the
date of receipt of the notification to submit
observations and to propose a duly substantiated
alternative method.

If the Agency accepts the alternative method
proposed by the beneficiary, it shall formally notify
the beneficiary concerned thereof and determine
the revised eligible costs by applying the accepted
afternative method.
